Clinic Descriptions

5 & 6 yr. olds - Instructors will focus on playing from the net back to the baseline. This method assures the player more success with a shorter stroke and immediate satisfaction. We emphasize hand eye, proper footwork and goal setting in a fun and playful atmosphere. We will use the quickstart method, using larger softer balls and modified games as well as other proven techniques. We also strive to keep all players active, thus avoiding standing around time; we want players hitting as many balls as possible.

7 - 9 yr. olds - These players will focus on playing from the service line to the baseline. They will review net skills, but will primarily focus on midcourt skills, returning a variety of shots, including running skills, judging ball heights and speeds. Baseline skills and the serve will be added at this level. At times we use a softer ball to help players sustain longer rallies and get a feel for the game.

10 - 13 yr. olds - We start these players from the baseline and review all shots in every lesson. These players will be introduced to playing skills utilizing several games that will make playing more fun. Real tennis scoring will be introduced and basic tennis strategy is also factored in.

Advanced Elementary and Middle Sch - In this class the experience of our instructors will play a key role. Players in this class are making the transition from recreational player to tournament player. Strokes will be reviewed every lesson, emphasizing a particular stroke each time. The major emphasis will be on competitive play, reminding players of ball speeds and spins, basic court strategy and introduction to mental toughness.

Advanced High School and Tournament - This group will feature the best players who are currently competing in either USTA tournaments or High School tennis. This group is more of a training session, with emphasis on the challenges of competition. Players will rally with each other using opponents more than feeds for challenges. Advanced strokes and strategies will be implemented as well as an individual focus based on each player's "player personality".

Cardio Tennis - This is not a tennis lesson, but a great cardio activity. Why run on a treadmill when you can play tennis and receive the same great cardio benefits? You do not need to be a good player because the games will allow for a broad range of players to participate at the same time.

Adult Clinic - These clinics are for the raw beginner or the intermediate player looking to develop skills. We divide the class by abilities. Each class will be adjusted to the needs of the players attending.
